"Saturday Morning" (Saturdays, 7:00 
to 10:00 am)  
 

You know the room outside Dylanõs 

office? Whatõs in there, anyway? 

CanCon CDõs 1 to 9500 or so, and MD 

CDõs 1 to 23000 or so... but these 

things pale, frankly, compared to the 5,600 or so jazz LPõs also stored there. 

 

CKCU has a seriously good collection of jazz on vinyl. Every style from the 

earliest days of the genre, through swing, bebop, hard bop and mainstream, 

free and fusion is well -represented, as are major labels like Blue Note, 

Impulse, Columbia, Prestige and Concord, as well as many smaller but 

important imprints like Black Saint and Hat Hut.  

 

The careers of jazz giants like Duke Ellington, Coleman Hawkins, Thelonious 

Monk, Miles Davis, Charles Mingus and John Coltrane are all well -

documented, along with those of just about any other jazz artist you could 

name. Equally impressive is the large number of interesting discs by lesser -

known artists.  

 

If youõre looking to expand your programming style and add a dash of retro 

cool to your music selection, these records are a great place to start.  
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For me, the strength of our station is also our Achilles Heel:  

our diversity. Very few listeners (including us, the hosts and 

programmers) will turn on CKCU -FM in the morning and listen 

to the station all day. We all have favourites and have worked 

these programs into our daily routine/schedule. But this also 

means that shows that might otherwise be "go to" shows 

might be missed by listeners because these shows are not 

usually part of their listening day.  

 

Until I became a staff member here, my listening schedule 

rarely included daytime listening because of work. My 

listening schedule included evenings and weekends. Over my 

time here, I've come to realize that CKCU has a wealth of 

programming during the regular business day, Monday 

through Friday, that I did not get a chance to hear.  

 

One show in particular that has my undivided attention each 

week is the David Dalle Show  on Thursday afternoons from 

2:00 to 4:00 pm . David plays a mix of World Music, Classical 

Music and Jazz that is entirely unique to radio in Ottawa. What makes David's show 

resonate with me even more strongly than just the outstanding music he plays ð which would 

be reason enough for me to tune in ð is his astute commentary and the context he brings to 

his selections.

Radiohead, like most artistic endeavours, began 

with a flash of inspiration born out of the meeting 

of reality and fantasy. It was the  Canadian election 

of 2008 (you know, the election that was 

overshadowed by the race between McCain and 

Obama down south), and I was in high school. I had 

been reading a lot of 'Bloom County' and 

'Doonesbury' and thought that Canada needed its 

own political/social commentary in cartoon form. I 

began to create a few strips where Paul Alexander 

(then a clean -shaven, blonde man known as Joseph 

Stingen) ran as the fictitious candidate for the Canadian Communist Party. I lost 

interest in the strip's world and discarded the whole lot when I moved away from my 

communist leanings for a more moderate liberalism.  

 

I started the project again in Grade 12 due to an easy Anthro class that left me with 

ample time to resume my writing and drawing. Inspired by my favourite character from 

Doonesbury (Mark Slackmeyer),  Paul Alexander, the long haired radio DJ, came into his 

current incarnation in a nameless strip viewed by about 6 -8 of my friends who looked 

forward to seeing it every morning. That strip ran from the end of November to the 

middle of February. Sadly, I lost my audience when the next semester began and my new 

classes distracted me from comic strip writing.  

 

When I was looking at universities back in April, one of the things that drew me to 

Carleton was CKCU FM. I have always had an interest in radio, due to my love of music, 

the history of radio (I mean, has any TV show produced the level of panic that Orson 

Welles' "War of the Worlds" broadcast  produced?) and genetics (my father did a co -op 

in college with 107.9 FM in Kitchener). So, I moved from Paris, Ontario to the campus at 

1233 Colonel By Drive. One of the first places I visited was CKCU FM headquarters, and 

that is where I met Volunteer Coordinator Chris White. Time went on and proposals 

passed between us, and eventually on January 16th, 2012, Radiohead went online.
